On March 21, 2016, the City Council 

considered the concept of a one-level parking 

structure as opposed to the original two-level 

design.  The Council also approved proceeding 

with project financing for $16.16 million 

through the California Infrastructure and 

Economic Development Bank (IBank). Planning 

is underway for demolition of the existing 

buildings and clearing the site in preparation 

for construction, with work scheduled to begin 

June. 
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
