Project voluntarily provides first time, new public bluff-top access to entire property bluff frontage and creates first time, new significant and

panoramic scenic vistas of the Pacific Ocean on a property where such views or public access does not currently exist. Development of the project

site does not trigger the public access requirements in DM LCP 30.61.060 as the site: 1) does not contain a historically used or informal access;

2) does not contain access acquired through use or legislative authorization; 3) does not result in public access mitigation via bluff top access; and

4) does not contain planned trail segments or access on the DM LCP Figure IV-A (Public Access Trails). Public access in the project is being

voluntarily provided by the owner including dedicated vertical access from the street to the bluff, and a dedicated lateral bluff top access area via

rolling dedication for use by the general public. Due to the project's vehicle and emergency access requirement to the public right-of-way, six public

metered on-street parking spaces will be removed and replaced on-site at a 4:1 ratio (24 onsite spaces provided for use by the general public), in

addition to an ADA-accessible elevator and sidewalk from Camino del Mar sidewalk into the project site with wayfinding coastal access signage.

(Chapter 30.50) and Setback Seawall Zone (Chapter 30.51) of the City’s LCP-Implementing Ordinances.

Project is designed assuming no reliance on shoreline devices (e.g., seawalls, revetments, rip-rap barriers, etc). Project proposes an ample

bluff top setback that exceeds the min 40' setback in Del Mar's Coastal Bluff Overlay Zone (DM LCP 30.55.080) and Coastal Act policies and

guidance to account for bluff erosion rates and projected sea level rise. In compliance with DM LCP 30.55.090, project includes an extensive

geotechnical report that includes bluff erosion rates and projected sea level rise. Recommended setback provides 1.5 factor of safety + additional

33" setback to account for bluff erosion and project sea level rise + an additional 17' setback to first row of buildings to be conservative and

provides additional area for lateral public access to migrate inland if ever necessary via rolling dedication. Buildings with deeper foundation

systems, such as the parking garage, are sited further east on the parcels.

1) IV-22: Project voluntarily provides first time, new public bluff-top access to entire property bluff frontage and creates first time, new significant

and panoramic scenic vistas of the Pacific Ocean on a property where such views or public access does not currently exist.
